· UNPAID SPF ABSENCES CAN NO LONGER BE DELETED FROM IT2001 
UNPAID SPF ABSENCES CAN NO LONGER BE DELETED FROM IT2001.  SPF Coordinators were originally notified of a problem, involving linked unpaid SPF absence, at the SPF Coordinator Briefing held August 2008 and again via SPF Alert 2008-7 dated 9/12/08.

SAP was incorrectly allowing users to delete unpaid SPF absences from IT2001 that were linked to a SPF event on the workbench.  The user received a warning indicating the absence was linked to an event on the workbench, but SAP allowed the user to continue through the transaction and the absence record was deleted from IT2001.  However, the employee’s entitlement on the workbench continued to reflect a reduction for the deleted absence record.  This problem has been resolved.  SPF Coordinators will not be able to delete any linked SPF absence (paid or unpaid) from IT2001 without first unlinking the absence from the workbench.
