Systems Validations Added When Entering Workers’ Compensation Claims
· Information regarding systems validations that have been added in an effort to reduce data entry errors for workers’ compensation claims
Workers’ compensation claims data is sent electronically to Inservco nightly following the entry of a workers’ compensation claim.  In an effort to reduce the number of errors that can occur when workers’ compensation claims are entered, additional systems validations were created and will generate to notify users of incorrect or missing information.  
Following is a list of the newly created validations:
· Date of injury should be >/= to Date of Hire

· Last Day Worked cannot be prior to Date of Injury

· Date Returned to Work should be >/= to Inj Dt

· Date Disability Began should be >/= to Inj Dt

· Date of Death should be >/= to Date of Injury

· Date Employer Knew of Inj should be >/= to Inj Dt

· Date Disability Began should be > Last Day worked

· Last Day Wrkd/Pd should be < Date Disability Began

· Reported on Date should be >/= to Injury Date

These validations will require users to correct or add information before they can proceed with the claim entry.

Also, an error report will now generate daily (Monday through Friday) when a duplicate claim (same injury date/time) is entered for an employee.  Only one claim will be sent to Inservco.  The other will appear on the error report and will require review.  If a duplicate claim appears on the error report, the agency Workers’ Compensation Advisor will be notified via an email directing them to review the claims and take any necessary action.
