· CHANGING FMLA EVENT REASON 

Changing FMLA Event Reason.  A configuration change was recently completed to prevent SPF Coordinators from linking invalid absence types to an invalid FMLA event reason.
Scenario:  An SPF Coordinator creates a new event and links absences without saving.  The SPF Coordinator then changes the event reason and saves the record.

Prior to the configuration change, when the changed event was saved, the absences remained linked to the original event reason that no longer existed.  The configuration change will still allow the SPF Coordinator to change the event reason and save the record, but now if the absence type is not valid for the new event reason, the absence will not link and the absence will be reflected on the Unlinked SPF Absence Report.  If the absence type is valid for both event reasons, then the absence will link to the new event reason.
